The Chamber regularly pointed
to the impact of labour issues on the economy,

Listening toour
members’ priorities

The Chamber’s strength also lies in its ability to

ensure the voice of its members is heard on the topics
of the day. During summer 2023, we participated in
Government of Quebec consultations on immigration
and raised the importance for businesses of being

able to count on skilled, well-integrated labour,

in a context of shortages across sectors. We also took
part in consultations about the energy future of Quebec,
emphasizing the importance of transparency and
predictability so that businesses can have a successful
transition. Naturally, we participated in pre-budget
consultations for the federal, provincial and municipal
governments, indicating the major orientations

the budgets should take.

The Chamber also played a leading role on the issue

of the housing crisis. We worked with the private sector
ecosystem to ensure a rapid launch of the development
of the Bridge-Bonaventure area, by promoting the
principles of smart densification to create an innovative,
environmentally responsible and pleasant area to live.

Finally, in the wake of our study Minimum Traffic Jams,
we launched a new barometer, Obstacle Minimum, to
ensure follow-up on action taken by actors involved in
managing roadwork sites. It is a critical tool that we will
update annually to ensure accountability among public
and private decision-makers and concretely improve
traffic flow downtown.

The year 2023-2024 had its share of challenges, but
we can be proud of how we delivered. Our voice grows
ever stronger, our events fuel public debate, and we
keep adjusting our services to respond to the needs of
businesses. This is why | would like to end by thanking
the Chamber’s teams, board of directors and members
for their commitment and trust.

The Chamber is working closely with representatives
of the gastronomy industry to decide on actions

to accelerate the sector’s recovery. It continues to
support La Table Ronde initiatives and collaborations
with a range of partners.

Positioning the green
transition as a lever for the
relaunch of downtown

In fall 2023, the Chamber released the study:
Downtown Montréal’s transition to a green economy:
accelerating the shift to sustainability in business
practices, buildings, urban planning and mobility.

The study shows that one of the levers for
relaunching downtown is mobilizing businesses
around accelerating the green transition, while
strengthening support to foster the adoption of
sustainable business practices. The study presents
10 recommendations to make downtown Montréal a
driver of the green transition for the city and Quebec.

The study, deployed as part of a strategic meeting,
enabled the mobilization of an ecosystem of key
actors and set the foundations for the convertgence
initiative, with the creation of tools and concrete
projects.

L'organisme, constitué le 23 juin 1992 en vertu de la Loi sur la Chambre de commerce de Montréal et
régi par la Loi canadienne sur les organisations a but non lucratif, compte environ 8 000 membres et a
pour mission principale d’étre la voix du milieu des affaires montréalais et d’agir pour la prospérité des
entreprises et de la métropole. L'organisme s’engage dans des secteurs clés du développement
économique en pronant une philosophie d’action axée sur I’engagement, la crédibilité, la proactivité, la
collaboration et 1’avant-gardisme.

L'organisme n'est pas assujetti a 1'impdt sur le revenu.

Regroupement d’organismes apparentés

L’organisme controlait deux organismes a but non lucratif, le Fonds Ville-Marie (le « FVM ») et le
Centre d’Affaires Info Entreprises (le « CAIE »), et deux filiales, Accesum inc. (Accesum) et Société en
commandite Stationnement de Montréal (la SEC). Au cours de son exercice terminé le 30 juin 2024, le
Conseil d’administration du FVM a pris la décision stratégique de dissoudre le FMV dans le but de
simplifier la structure et la gouvernance des entités apparentées a la Chambre de commerce du Montréal
métropolitain (la « CCMM »). Au cours de son exercice terminé le 31 mars 2023, la direction du CAIE a
estimé que l’organisme n’aurait pas la capacité de poursuivre ses activités en raison du non-
renouvellement d’une entente-cadre avec un organisme gouvernemental dont les apports représentaient
80 % des produits de 1’organisme. Conséquemment, le Conseil d’administration du CAIE a pris la
décision de dissoudre 1’organisme. Au cours de son exercice terminé le 31 décembre 2023, le Conseil
d’administration d'Accesum, controlant la SEC a titre de commandité, a pris la décision stratégique de
dissoudre ces deux sociétés dans le but de simplifier la structure et la gouvernance des entités apparentées
a la CCMM, puisque ces deux sociétés étaient inactives depuis le ler janvier 2020.

Au 30 juin 2024, le FVM et le CAIE ont été regroupés avec la CCMM. Ce regroupement d’organismes
apparentés est comptabilis¢é comme une fusion, conformément au chapitre 4449 - Regroupements
d'organismes sans but lucratif de la Partie III du Manuel de CPA Canada. Accesum et la SEC n’ayant
aucun actif ni passif significatif, I’impact de leur liquidation dans la CCMM n’a pas été présenté
distinctement.
